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<Flow> is a video by Lia for music Vitor Joagquim. The <Flow> CD was created from ongoing live performance work
developed over the period of over one year by the Portuguses Musician Vitor Joaquim. The <Folw preformances are
exercies of confrontation, a placing in context of voice and computer generated sounds. All the idiosyncrasies of
bare-naked human expression are altered, expaned and processed beeyond its own flesh and blood.

<Folw> stages the possibilities and the impossibilities of relationships, or at least tries to pose some questions
through emotions that flow from recorded and performed sound, voice and instruments and in the case of this
video, abstract from with a more palpable and palatable, human motion.

Lia Performed live visuals for some of the work-in-progress live performances of <Flow> and as the finalized CD was
being prepared, Vitor Joaquim requested a linear video piece for inclusion in the release, as a guther reinforcement
